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Project Earth Day is an exciting event to strengthen the
green community by extending its reach into the

multidisciplinary worlds of fashion and architecture.

Design Intent

The design of the runway and The Re-Store are meant to demonstrate the many
ways of building green. Reducing, reusing, and recycling as often as possible, we
considered all aspects of the construction process.We'd like to consider it a top-
to-bottom redesign of the Fashion Show.

The runway flooring is made of 100% recycled plastics from milk jugs, soda
bottles, and laundry detergent containers. This same surface will be reused for
Project Earth Day 2008. Below the catwalk ‘s surface, the structure is comprised
of shipping pallets which will be returned to a warehouse for use after the show.
And at the base, we are using borrowed modular carpet samples made from
recycled fibers to prevent abrasion and slippage of the rough wood pallets against
the showroom flooring. The hardware securing the runway was salvaged
whenever possible and will be donated to a salvage warehouse after its use.

The runway backdrop is constructed entirely out of rapidly renewable bamboo
purchased in near-by New Jersey. It is tied in place by traditional Japanese lashing
techniques using hemp and beeswax twine. The overlaying fabric, reclaimed from
a textile company’s showroom, is unaltered in form so that it may be reused as
drapery in the future. The bamboo lattice structure rests upon cardboard columns
that were once the tubes of fabric rolls.

The emcee’s podium employs concepts of modular building, a proven practice of
sustainable architecture. It is designed to be fabricated, purchased, and transported
as flat sheets. It can then be snapped out of its form and assembled as an easy
Do-lIt-Yourself project. The prototype was made of post-consumer double ply
cardboard found on the sidewalks of Park Slope, Brooklyn. Cardboard makes an
ideal material because it is lightweight and rigid when constructed as a lattice
tower. It is also cheap, readily available, biodegradable, and recyclable.

All the materials used to construct the Re-Store are on loan from vendors,
including the mannequins. The architectural features in this tableau are all relics
salvaged from demolition projects throughout New York City and will eventually
be purchased and installed back into homes and businesses in the area.

The floral elements in the show are carefully chosen for their ecological benefit. All
live plants are locally grown, and many are borrowed from homes of those
involved in the show.The birch bark was collected from deceased trees in their
natural habitat and all exotic flowers are in fact silk reproductions.

Admittedly, we were not able to use ecologically-minded products in every aspect
of the show. In some cases the reason was a dearth of technology and in others it
was the expense of available products.

For instance, there is not yet a perfect substitute for the halogen lighting used in
fashion shows. However, we did find ways to reduce our dependence halogen by
replacing it with other more efficient technologies. The under-lighting of the
runway and the atmospheric lighting use fluorescent and compact fluorescent
bulbs.And LED's provided an even tone for backlighting the runway canopy and
various aspects of the bar.



The impact of transportation is an unseen facet of this show that we also took into
consideration. Although we found no hybrid moving trucks to gather the show’s
materials, transportation was planned with the intention of reducing our fuel
consumption as much as possible.

The limitations and opportunities we encountered throughout the design process
engendered the ingenuity, creativity, and innovation that defines this show's unique
and personal character. And the world may be better for it.

About Project Earth Day Runway Designer

Amber Nelson recently joined Emerging Green Builders to expand her
interactions with other young professionals pursuing careers in sustainable design.
Within a couple of hours of her first meeting she had committed to designing
Project Earth Day's runway. For her, this involvement was an opportunity to
explore the full spectrum of ways to build green, utilizing both the latest in
ecological technology and the tried-and-true methods of conservation.

Ultimately, the aim of Amber's design is to affect the users who interact with the
space.To accomplish this, Amber resolved that the design could not be approached
narrowly, from one conceptual angle. The myriad concerns and solutions of the
eco-fashion world must be complemented by a design as complex and holistic as
the users it hopes to engage—thus the panoply you see here.

Amber completed Columbia University's undergraduate architecture program in
2005. She then created a body of photographs focusing on decay and renewal in
St. Louis before working in Coach Leathergood's Architecture Group for a year
She will be pursuing a Master's Degree in Architecture in 2008. But until then,
Amber will search for other avenues to engage her interest in sustainable design.

Brooklyn-based Bahar Shahpar is a self-taught designer with a diverse creative
background in multimedia event production, fashion, and publishing. Previously, she
owned an art gallery and designed custom accessories in London and New York. In
2005, after extensive research on agricultural systems and the textile and apparel
industry, she debuted her womenswear line, agricult, inspired by the American
frontier and created using only sustainable materials.

For Spring/Summer 2007, Bahar launched her eponymous label, focusing on a
more modern, less structured form while still drawing from a turn-of-the-century
aesthetic. She was featured as part of Domino magazine's 2007 Green List and has
been profiled in Lucky, NYLON, ELLE, and WWD, as well as on fiftyRX3.com and
inhabitat.com.

Nature vs. Future

The birth of ‘naturevsfuture® was in the spring of 2002 by Brooklyn
born Nina Valenti. Launched 6 years after graduating Parsons and
designing streetwear;Valenti needed to create her own line that
would expose her unique aesthetic. The name was inspired by the
designer's belief that there is a constant struggle between nature and
future, a tension between organic forces and technological ones.
Mixing natural and sustainable fibers like organic cotton, hemp, soy,
bamboo, seacell (seaweed), tencel (wood pulp) with recycled fiber
fabrics such as POP (recycled soda pop bottles) and INGEO (created
from corn) along with synthetic fabrics like polyethylene and spandex,
she creates pieces that have a futuristic edge yet are inherently classic.

Ryann

Raina Blyer; the founder and designer of Ryann, has been sewing since
learning from her mother at the age of three. Born in Brooklyn she
later attended the University of Massachusetts studying holistic health;
and later received her degree from New York's Fashion Institute of
Technology. Ryann was created as a way for Raina to address her
concerns about the many negative impacts of the fashion industry by
combining her background and passion for fashion with her deep
concern for environmental and social issues. The fabrics featured in
the line are made from organic cottons, hemps, bamboo, soy, and
recycled polyester. All of the clothing is produced in New York and is
sweatshop free.
